First, I promise that this article will be considerably
shorter than last quarter’s.  I would like to talk about
just a few things.

Every year we elect one or two new members to the
Board of Directors to serve four-year terms.  As in
any election, we have a responsibility to select some-
one who will work for the benefit of the neighbor-
hood, putting community interests ahead of personal
interests or personal agendas.  The new Director works
with the current Directors to develop and execute plan-
ning and operations of our Association.

On the next to last page of this issue of FoxTales is a
nomination form.  Anyone interested in running for a
Director position can fill it out or get another copy
from the Association Office.  Your candidate state-
ment should explain to your neighbors why you are
standing for election.  Service as a Director requires a
nominal commitment of time and effort, but can be
very rewarding.  If you, or someone you know, have
the time, talents, and demeanor to serve, we encour-
age you to stand for election.

The second topic I would like to discuss is being a
good neighbor.  I have received several complaints
from members of the community concerning loud
“boom box” car stereos.  We have no rules on how
loud music can be played, what hours we can mow
our lawns or run power tools, etc, nor do we want to
try to devise or implement such rules.  As a courtesy,
if your neighbor is having an outdoor picnic, it may not
be the best time to mow your lawn or to run the leaf
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blower.  If you, or your driving age children, could
turn down the music as they enter the neighborhood,
I’m sure everyone would be appreciative.

The last topic I would like to discuss is an allegation
levied by an unidentified individual or individuals ac-
cusing members of your Board of mishandling, mis-
appropriating, or otherwise not properly handling funds
entrusted to them.  Without knowing who filed these
allegations, what specific documents the Morgan
County Sheriff was seeking, or even what general crime
was being alleged; your Board provided everything
that was requested. We did this because we have noth-
ing to hide and wanted to cooperate fully to put this
affair behind us.  The Sheriff’s Department hired out-
side financial auditors to investigate.  They completed
their investigation and concluded there was no crimi-
nal wrongdoing and that the allegation was based more
on a personal vendetta rather than a belief a real
crimehad been committed.  The Sheriff’s department
has declined to provide the name of the accuser or
even the specific allegation.

As President of your Association, I take the safeguard-
ing of your funds very seriously.  We have established
policies and procedures on who has authority to spend
your money, under what circumstances funds can be
expended, and then only with Board concurrence.
Policies were also established to handle cash and
checks; ensuring complete transparency and account-
ability from receipt to deposit in the bank.  Even in
cases where Board members have not followed these

POOL  AND  TENNIS  COURTS

Bruce Kohl
We have recently received an insurance settlement to
replace the pool deck furniture and equipment that
was vandalized earlier this Summer. Now we would
like some feedback from the people who use the pool
to help us decide what furniture we should replace
and whether we should consider some alternatives to
what we currently have. Please provide feedback to
Bruce Kohl, 342-6174 so that we may include your
ideas before we make final selections.

An amenity that seem to be very popular is our tennis
courts. To help obtain the maximum period of useful
service we get from the tennis courts we all must do
our part to ensure they are used only for playing ten-
nis. It has always been the position of the Board that
everyone has unrestricted access to the tennis courts.

However, increasingly there have been large groups
using the tennis courts for activities other than tennis.

 While it may appear harmless at first, we have no-
ticed excessive wear on the nets and the net supports.
Also, the surface of the tennis courts is only made to
accommodate small numbers of players wearing the
appropriate footwear.

The frequency and cost of maintenance of the tennis
courts increases as a result of misuse. As a result, the
Board has decided to make the difficult decision to
lock the tennis courts at all times. Keys will be made
available to those authorized to use our tennis courts,
as currently documented in our Covenants and By-
Laws. The process has not yet been completely final-
ized, but it is our intent to have keys made and submit-
ted to those who request them, for the purpose of
playing tennis. You will have possession of the key
until you are no longer eligible to use the tennis courts,
or you decide you no longer need a key. We will work
to make access to a key as easy and convenient as
possible. At a minimum you will be able to contact the
office to arrange signing for and receiving a key. Alter-
nately we plan to have some additional points of con-
tact in the neighborhood to help those that cannot come
to the office during business hours.

We regret the need to take this measure, but at this
point feel this is the only good choice to help mini-
mize the unplanned maintenance and to make the
facility more available to tennis players.

increasing oil prices it was felt we should accelerate
this project from 2007 to 2006.

OPEN BURNING  D ISCUSSED

We were recently assigned the task of finding out
what the policy for “Opening Burning” is in Morgan
County.  First, let’s look to Indiana regulations.  In
conjunction with EPA regulations, an “8-Hour Ozone
Nonattainment Areas” are designated.  Morgan
County, along with eight other counties including and
surrounding Indianapolis, is designated as a basic
nonattainment area and thus open burning is prohib-
ited.

However, with limited resources, Morgan County and
the Washington Township Fire Department are not
aggressive in enforcing the rules, unless:
- A neighbor (anyone) complains;
- It is endangering a structure;
- There’s an abnormal amount of smoke; and
- Fire Danger is High or above, or a red flag warn-

ing has been issued.
Chief Kern of the Washington Township Fire De-
partment reminds everyone that the Indiana Dept. of
Environmental Management (IDEM) will fine viola-
tors with or without a local fire departments knowl-
edge or intervention.

In counties where open burning is allowed, there are
certain restrictions.  In ozone attainment counties,
state law permits open burning of  “clean wood prod-
ucts” such as leaves, branches, and paper, as long as
the burning is done according to the following rules:

- Only clean wood products may be burned;

- Burning must be done during safe weather condi-
tions, not during high winds or on pollution alert
days;

- Fires must be attended until completely extin-
guished;

- Material may only be burned in a noncombustible
and ventilated container, such as a metal drum with
enclosed sides and bottom.  Burning on the ground
by residents is illegal;

- Burning must be done during daylight hours.  The
fire must be completely out by dark;

- Fires must be extinguished if they create a hazard,
nuisance, pollution problem or threat to public
safety.  This applies even if they are otherwise a
legal fire, and a permit has been obtained from
IDEM;

- Fire fighting equipment adequate for the size of
the fire must be nearby; and

- Must comply with all other federal, state and local
laws, rules and ordinances.

 As a Homeowner’s Association, we are not empow-
ered to enforce local, state or federal rules.  How-
ever, we would encourage each homeowner to be a
courteous neighbor and follow the open burning rules.
The following information is gleaned from a brochure
from the Indiana Department of Environmental Man-
agement.

Smoke Damages Health
The nature and quantity of smoke generated by burn-
ing varies with the type of materials and conditions.
However, all smoke contains pollutants, some of which
are toxic.  These pollutants can harm your family and
neighbors’ health and the environment.  In addition,
fires often create a nuisance and destroy property when
they get out of hand. Perhaps you know someone who
has asthma, emphysema, bronchitis, pneumonia or
allergies.  They’ll tell you how smoke makes breath-
ing especially difficult.  Older people, those with lung
problems, and pregnant or nursing women may suffer
more serious health effects than other adults.  Re-
peated exposure to smoke also can cause develop

mental problems in children and increase the changes
of getting cancer.  Small particles, molds, fungi and
chemical pollutants in smoke affect even healthy chil-
dren and adults.

Opening burning can cause:
- Eye, nose and throat irritation;
- Lung irritation and congestion;
- Shortness of breath and coughing;
- Stomach or intestinal upset;
- Headaches or memory loss
- Skin irritations or burns; and
- Eye damage.

Are You Breaking The Law?
In the past open burning was considered a quick and
cheap means of disposal.  You might have even en-
joyed autumn’s leaf burning tradition.  However, safer
alternatives exist statewide.  That’s why Indiana law
restricts open burning. (See below).  Local ordinances
more strict than the state’s opening burning laws exist
in many counties.  If you choose to burn clean wood
products despite the potential environmental and health
impact, you should check with your local fire depart-
ment or health depart for information on local ordi-
nances.   NOTE: It is always against the law to open
burn trash such as plastic, batteries, rubber, dispos-
able diapers and painted or stained wood.

What Kind of Open Burning Does The State Al-
low?
Recreational or ceremonial fires, such as barbe-
cues, campfires and fires for scouting activities.
These fires may burn at night but may be fueled only

 by charcoal, clean burning petroleum products such
as lighter fluid, or clean wood products.  Do not burn
near a fuel storage area or pipeline.  If you’re plan-
ning to light a bonfire, notify your local fire and health
departs in advance.  There are limits on the size of
fires  and the length of time they may burn.  These
fires may not be used for disposal purposes.

So…What’s The Right Way To Manage Waste?
Compost your leaves, grass, weeds, brush, kitchen
scraps and other organic waste.  The resulting humus
is “green gold” that protects soil from heat and drought
and returns nutrients to the earth that are vital to healthy
lawns, gardens, and croplands.  Fibrous plants and
large leaves may have to be chopped before adding
them to the compost pile.  To counteract acidic ingre-
dients such as oak leaves, add plenty of green waste
such as grass or manure.  Decomposition requires air,
so turning the pile every few days will speed things
up.

Reuse, sell or give away items you no longer need.
Consider chipping tree limbs to use as mulch.

Recycle everything possible.  Glass and plastic bev-
erage containers, metals, newspaper and corrugated
cardboard at a minimum are collected for recycle in
most communities.  Recycle leaves by mulching them
with your law mower and leave them on the ground
rather than racking them up.  This saves you time and
benefits the soil.
