I want to begin this message by apologizing to the 

members that recently received the letter regard-

ing cutting back their trees and brush, as I mailed 

the letter out before the final edit.  I have had sev-

eral of you contact me wanting more specific in-

formation on just what is to be cut.  I have 

checked with our landscaping contractor and he 

has recommended that all trees and brush be cut at 

least 10ô to 12ô back from the roadôs edge and at 

least 15ô high.
