Drainage/Erosion Control Project

For anyone using North Country Club Road, it is
quite obvious that Foxcliff Estates South has un-
dertaken a rather large drainage and erosion
control project. As discussed in the last issue of
FoxTales, this project was precipitated by the
erosion and damage caused by the flooding in
the summer of 2008. The project repairs the
damage to the bridge and corrects the drainage
issue upstream from the bridge that has lead to
erosion problems on North Country Club Road.

Highlights of the project include removing the
large metal pipe that served as the bridge, cor-
recting the bed for the pipe and replacing it, ex-
cavating and building retaining and support
walls for the pipe/bridge, building drainage
ditches and lining them with rip-rap on the east
and west sides of North Country Club Road, and
installing properly sized culverts under North

POOL REPORT

With the passing of Labor Day and the begin-
ning of Fall, our 2009 pool season has ended.
Thanks to those members who helped out at
the pool and to those of you who enjoyed this
community asset. Thanks also to our neighbor-
hood guards for their efforts in maintaining the
pool and providing the life guard service.

While many enjoyed the pool, it is available to
all members of the Association, and we encour-
age even more members to use the facility.
Maintaining the pool, while a definite asset to
the community and to our property values,
represents a large portion of our yearly operat-
ing budget. If any of you have ideas on how to
make the 2010 pool season more attractive to
more members, please let us know.

We did experience a few mechanical problems
with the pool this year. We had a pipe in the

pool pump room burst and the bearings and im-

pellers on the circulating pump both failed. For-

tunately we have maintained Capital Asset
Maintenance plan financial reserves to pay for
these types of emergency situations as well as
anticipated expenses such as replacing the pool
liner. Due to some of these unexpected ex-
penses, we may defer for another year replac-
ing some of the pool furniture.

For the coming pool season we will continue to
explore ways to make the pool as cost effective
as possible. We would like your input as we try
to determine the best operating hours for the
pool. We will explore working more closely with
Foxcliff North, looking for ways to cut expenses
for both Associations. As part of this effort we
are seeking bids and operating plans from mul-
tiple pool companies. As with other Association
activities, the more volunteers we have, the less
we need to rely on paying others for things we

We have started to work on the budget for the
coming year, 2010. As we progress through the
budget process, we welcome inputs from the
membership.

The biggest unknowns at this time are the final

cost for the bridge and drainage construction

project on North Country Club Road and the ex-
act mechanism to pay that bill. As noted in pre-

vious editions of FoxTales, we have two options.
Either the membership approves a special as-
sessment or the Board will consider a dues in-
crease, both payable over a several year period.
The added income will be used to replenish non
-drainage reserves used for the project.

Another unknown is the actual amount of un-
designated cash on hand at the end of the year.
These are funds that have been budgeted for
various expenses but not actually spent to date.
An example is snow removal in the coming
months. The fewer snow events, the more
money may be available to roll to the 2010 fis-
cal year and mitigate a need for further dues
increases.

There are some areas where we see the need
to increase expenditures in 2010, specifically
repairs to the Clubhouse. In other areas, once
the ongoing construction project is complete,
we may be able to reduce the deposit to the
Drainage Reserve as we determine what the
next project should be and its timing and cost.
We are also seeking additional bids for our pool
contract in an effort to reduce the total cost.

Our goal is to have a budget, a plan for spend-
ing in 2010, approved by November so every-
one can plan for the coming year. We antici-
pate continuing our installment plan for paying
dues, but need to ensure we have adequate
cash flow for the first months of the year. Bot-
tom line, we are still in good financial shape.

chill for 15 minutes. Blend third package of

cream cheese with blue cheese and almonds;
spread over tomato layer. Chill for 15 minutes.

Combine remaining package of cream cheese
with pesto; spread over blue cheese layer.
Cover and chill for at least one hour. To serve,
gently pull up on plastic wrap; invert onto a

serving platter and peel away plastic wrap.

Most of the focus for the past several months
has been the drainage and erosion control pro-
ject on North Country Club Road. The in-
creased traffic throughout the neighborhood
has pointed out some other areas in need of
attention.  Specifically the growth of under-
brush along the side of the roads encroaching
into the driving lanes. This is causing two
problems. First, drivers often move out of their

Secondly it does not al-
low our mowers to properly mow grass at the
edges of the roads.

Cutting back the brush is a project the mem-
bership can undertake on its own, but requires
volunteers to do the work. The Association
would rent a suitably sized chipper to dispose
of the cuttings. Without volunteers, we will

need to hire a company to do the work which
will be an expense we should be able to avoid.

Unfortunately two
utilities have refused to consider moving their
land line cable until the Association paid for the
work. This may result in a slight delay in com-
pleting the project. We will work with our attor-

ney to seek reimbursement for this expense.

Several members have spoken to me and other
Board members about issues affecting the over-

all appearance and image of our neighborhood.
We have a wonderful community, but it is only
as nice as we keep it.

While there is no specific guidance on the place-
ment of trash cans, we encourage members to

(1) Exercise due care to avoid colliding with
a pedestrian or a person propelling a human
powered vehicle, giving an audible signal when
necessary.

(2) Exercise proper caution upon observing
a child or an obviously confused, incapacitated,
or intoxicated person.

IC 9-21-11-2.  Roadways; rights and duties. -
- A person riding a bicycle upon a roadway has
all the rights and duties under this article that
are applicable to a person who drives a vehicle,
except the following:

Special regulations of this article.

Those provisions of this article that by their
nature have no application.

IC 9-21-11-3. Operation; seats; passengers.
-- (a) A person propelling a bicycle may not:

(1) ride other than upon the permanent and
regular seat attached to the bicycle; or

(2) carry any other person upon the bicycle
who is not seated upon a firmly attached and
regular seat on the bicycle.

- (b) A person may not ride upon a bicycle
unless seated under this section.

IC 9-21-11-4.  Number of passengers.-- A
bicycle may not be used to carry more persons
at one (1) time than the number for which the

IC 9-21-11-5.  Attachment to street car or
vehicle, prohibition. -- A person upon a bicycle,
a coaster, roller skates, or a toy vehicle may
not attach the bicycle, coaster, roller skates, or
toy vehicle or the person to a street car or vehi-
cle upon a roadway.

IC 9-21-11-6.  Lane use restrictions, riding
two abreast. -- A person riding a bicycle upon a
roadway may not ride more than two (2)
abreast except on paths or parts of roadways
set aside for the exclusive use of bicycles.

IC 9-21-11-7.  Packages, bundles, or other
articles preventing proper use of handlebars. --
A person who rides a bicycle may not carry a
package, a bundle, or an article that prevents
the person from keeping both hands upon the
handlebars.

IC 9-21-11-9. Lamps and reflectors. -- A bicy-
cle operated on a highway from one-half (1/2)
hour after sunset until one-half (1/2) hour be-
fore sunrise must be equipped with the follow-

ing:

(1) A lamp on the front exhibiting a white
light visible from a distance of at least five hun-
dred (500) feet to the front.

(2)A lamp on the rear exhibiting a red light
visible from a distance of five hundred (500)
feet to the rear or a red reflector visible from a
distance of five hundred (500) feet to the rear.

Country Club Road at the intersections with
Country Club Court and Foxcross Drive.

As with any construction project, there are al-
ways complications and snags found along the
way when actual digging starts. This project
has not been an exception. One of the known
issues going into the project was the location/

relocation of underground utilities. Initial dis-
cussions with the utility companies indicated
that our contractor would be able to work with
them to move the utilities as required to com-
plete the project. Subsequently the telephone
and electric companies insisted we pay them
upfront for them to relocate their utilities out of
the road right-of-way. Unfortunately they have
not been able to get that work done yet, so we
have reached a stopping point.

However, we have been able to complete a lot
of work. The culvert/bridge work under North
Country Club Road has been largely completed.
This has allowed us to temporarily re-open
North Country Club Road. Final grading, some
additional rip-rap work, paving, and masonry
work on the face of the bridge still need to be
completed.

The majority of the drainage ditch work on the
west side of North Country Club Road north of
the stop sign is also completed, as is much of

the drainage ditch work on the east side of the
road from the stop sign south to the intersec-
tion with Foxcross Drive. In order to complete
this work the telephone and electric utilities
must move their cable out of the road right-of-
way and into the utility easement.

When the utility work is completed we will be

able to finish the project. Large box culverts
will be placed under the two intersections noted
above. This will entail cutting the roadway, ex-
cavating for the culvert, placing the culvert,
backfilling and repaving. Final paving of the cut
sections of the road will be completed as will
final grading and seeding of the disturbed areas

During this next work period we will again need
to close all or parts of North Country Club Road.
We may not necessarily get a lot of advance
notice when work will be done, when the road

may be closed, or how long it will be closed.
With enough advance warning, signs will be
posted and the long detour will again be re-
quired. If you unexpectedly find the road to be

closed, , we apologize.

We understand this is an inconvenience for the
membership, but required to complete the pro-
ject safely. We appreciate your patience and
trust you understand the work is required to
protect and repair our infrastructure.

Caribbean Layered Dip

1 package (80z.) cream cheese softened
1/2 cup sour cream

1 Tablespoon Old El Paso taco seasoning mix
(from 1.25-0z envelope)

Basic Recipe

11b (16 oz pkg.) Orzo
1 cup (about 2) roasted red peppers sliced

1 10 oz pkg. fresh baby spinach coarsely
chopped

1 bunch of green onions finely sliced

1 container of feta cheese crumbled

1/2 cup cider or balsamic vinegar

1/2 cup olive oil

juice of 1 lemon

1 tsp. ground pepper

1/2 tsp. salt

1 clove garlic minced

Mix chopped green onions, vinegar, oil and
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lemon juice, ground pepper, salt and garlic in
small bowl and set aside. Cut 2 red bell peppers
in half, remove seeds and sprinkle with salt and
pepper and a little olive oil. Roast at 350 de-

grees until tender. Cook orzo about 8 to 10
minutes in salted water; drain and rinse with

cold water. Transfer to large bowl. When cool,

toss in chopped spinach, feta cheese and
roasted red peppers. Pour dressing and
toss. Refrigerate minimum 2 hours before serv-
ing, preferably 4 - 8 hours.

Try these other add-ins or substitutions:

1 cup of Raisins

1 cup chopped praline pecans

3/4 cup pine nuts toasted

1/2 cup kalamata olives

1 cup diced fresh tomatoes
