DRAINAGE / EROSION CONTROL PROJECT

Construction plans, contract documents and
preliminary estimates were prepared and ap-
proved by the FEHSA Board of Directors (BOD)
in late April. The final plans and documents
were put out to bid to the public by using the

neighborhood and the lakes west of our com-
munity. The headwalls and wingwalls that were
originally constructed for this pipe were not as
deep as they should have been nor as long. In
high rain events, water has been flowing under
and around these walls and washing out the soil
that surrounds the pipe and holds up the road-
way. The soil and pavement on the east side of
WKH SLSH DQG ZLWKLQ T RI
completely washed out and the pavement is
currently collapsing. We have been monitoring
this and have tried to keep the traffic and public
away from this area. The headwall and wing-
wall on the east side of the pipe is slowing shift-
ing and will break off and fall into the creek if
not corrected. When it falls off it could take
more of the roadway and cause this entrance to
be closed. We are hoping to have this under
construction within the next month. This pro-
ject will also solve the flooding of the road at
the intersection of Country Club Court and
Country Club Road, and the flooding at Foxcross
Drive and Country Club Court.

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NORTH COUNTRY CLUB ROAD EROSION

As presented elsewhere in this edition of FoxTales, there hasbeen some discussion of the need for
repairs of the bridge and roadway on North Country Club Road. What started out as a small hole
has grown ever larger. Water continues to undermine the roadway causing more of the pavement
to collapse. The two photos below partially show the exte nt of the damage. The pipe you can see
in the hole in the second photo is a gas main serving our community.

Vectren has been asked about any potential danger of a catastrophic failure and we have been re-
peatedly assured there is no danger. The yard stick is shown for scale. The erosion/collapse of the
roadway is a hole that is about 12 feet long, 3 feet wide, and up to 10 feet deep. We do ask all
drivers to use only the west side of the road and for no one to move the barriers.

From these photos you can easily
see that this a serious problem
that demands our attention. Not
shown is the cracking and sagging
in the head wall on the east side
of North Country Club Road. As
the soil is further eroded under
WKH ZDOOfV VXSSRUW LW FRQWLQXHV WR
be further damaged. We ask all
residents to use extreme caution
in this area and to use only the
west side of the road.

During repairs, the road will be
completely closed for a period of
time.

Also during this time the
Board has received numerous complaints about
usage of our roads that do not conform to our

The revised rules acknowledge that this is a golf
course community and that several members
have golf carts to use on the course and to visit
friends and neighbors. As such the revised
rules allow golf carts driven by licensed drivers
on our roads with certain restrictions.

There have been several instances of near colli-
sions between children on mini-motorcycles or
motorized scooters and cars. We have also ob-
served and received complaints about children
driving golf carts with multiple occupants while

talking on the phone and generally not following

the rules of the road and creating hazardous
conditions. While we have relaxed some of our
road usage rules, we do ask all members to
comply with the rules. Failure to follow estab-

lished rules can result in loss of membership

is designed to correct the drainage problems
from the large culvert south to the intersection
of Country Club Court and Foxcross Drive.

The second bid was to
do the remaining work to Foxcross Drive. We
were committed to do the first bid for the pro-
ject. With actual project costs being below pro-
jected, the increased cost of re-starting and
completing the alternative work being even
more in the future, it was most cost effective to
complete the entire project at once.

A number of the utilities will need to be moved
to do this project. We may have to pay for the
initial relocation cost of the utilities and seek
reimbursement from them in court. Some of
the utilities are contesting moving their utilities
to the utility easement that was established for
them without being reimbursed. This may ex-
tend the project construction time. The project
is expected to take 2 months assuming all the
utilities were out of the way. The road will be
closed for most of this time.

The BOD cannot receive a low interest loan that
we were preapproved for last year since it was
voted down by a majority of the neighborhood.

Thankfully the board has emergency and other
reserve funds that can be tapped to make the
payments for the project versus just a standard
loan. The hard issue this month will be resolv-
ing how we pay for this project and what it

A series of Foxcliff Estates South committees
has been busy over the past several years
working to update, revise, and re-write our

with the merger of Foxcliff Estates South Asso-
ciation, Inc. and Foxcliff Recreation, Inc. in
March of 1989.

These restrictions, commonly called covenants,
are binding on all property owners in Foxcliff
South. Much of the verbiage relates to the de-
veloper of our community and are no longer
relevant. There are also references to different
classes of voting membership, which again, is
currently not relevant.

In order to revise the covenants, it would have
taken a majority of ninety percent (90%) of all
property owners to change them within the first
twenty years. Now that we are beyond that
time frame, it requires only seventy-five percent
(75%) of all property owners voting yes to ap -

This has been a long and deliberate process.
