President’s M essage

This is my first opportunity to write an article for
FoxTales as the president of your Association.
Serving as a member of the Board of Directors,
and especidly as the president, presents a lot of
challenges and responsibility. It is not a job that
can be done without the help and support of the
other members of the Board and of the community
as awhole. We strive to represent your wants and
desires balanced against guidelines and restrictions
imposed by our governing rules and fiscal reality.

Your Board of Directors cannot, by themselves,
enforce our Covenants and By-laws. | think many
of us decided to buy or build homes in this
neighborhood, in part, because of our Covenants
and do not want to see them ignored. The Board
has very limited enforcement powers and so we all
must rely on one another to police ourselves. The
restrictions in our Covenants were not designed as
irritants, but rather to protect the quality of life
within our neighborhood, and thus the value of our
homes. If you observe someone violating our
Covenants, please take the time to talk to the indi-
vidual, not in a confrontational manner, but rather
in the spirit of working together for the common
good. If you are completely uncomfortable with
this approach, please contact one of your Board

members, as we may be able to provide some as-
sistance. The Board cannot become involved in
neighbor-on-neighbor disputes, but we can explain
the Covenants and ask for cooperation.

Your Board is in the process of developing a more
“formal” budgeting process. We hope this process
will give the community a bit more input into how
decisions on the budget are made and more insight
into where your dues money is being spent. Past
Boards have been very fruga in spending your
money. When Foxcliff was first incorporated in
1985, dues were set at $200 per lot ($50 per lot
owned by the developer.) Inflation over the years
would have increased dues to more than $374 per
lot. With dues currently set at $400 per lot, the
additional $26 provides for more maintenance, up-
dates, and a means to build healthy financia re-
serves for future expenditures.

Based on a survey done by Mr. Bill Stowring of
Painted Hills, of the five lake communities in this
area; dues paid by Foxcliff South residents are the
second lowest even though we have the second
most roads. Rest assured, thisis not the first salvo
in an effort to raise our dues. There are severd
projects that are either in the concept stage or on
the drawing board. We have asked for your inputs

If you wish to install a
brick mailbox, you should contact the Building
Control Committee for their review and approval.

The 2005 golf season is upon us and we
would like to take the opportunity to offer a re-
minder to all of the residents in Foxcliff South.
First and most importantly, if you are a resident
of Foxcliff South and currently are not a member
of Foxcliff Golf Club, we invite you to join. At
this time, there is no initiation fee and the entire
facility is in outstanding shape. Please contact the
pro shop at 342-0409 to arrange a tee time to play
around as a perspective member.

The second item that we would like to re-
mind all of the residents of is that we do require
all members and guests to check in with the golf
shop before starting your round. Often, it is possi-
ble to start on the back nine however you MUST
call before starting. We would also like to ask
that all rounds start on holes 1 or 10 and not in
the middle of the back nine. Too often, the pro
shop has been called because of people starting at
various points on the back nine and not checking
in. We currently estimate that as many as 50
rounds are starting each week without pro shop
permission. This does not allow us to keep accu-
rate records or collect appropriate fees. Without
the collection of the appropriate fees, the club
may have to increase monthly dues or impose
penalties on those members and guests who con-
tinue to break club policy.
