Since our last newsletter, we have completed and 
closed out several of the construction projects.  At 
this time, November 6, 2007 we are down to only 
four active projects.  Jim Rodebush is building a 
home on lot 860 (Southampton Dr.) using Morse 
Classic Homes as builder.  Mitch Cameron is 
building his home on lot 501 (N. Country Club 
Rd.) and is contracting the job himself.  Lance 
Speelmon is building a home on lot 711 
(Sunderland Dr.) using Wilson Building as the 
contractor. Rex Padgett is building his home on lot 
279 (West Foxcliff Dr. South) and is contracting 
the job himself.  Rex is a Captain in the Indiana 
National Guard and is scheduled to be deployed to 
Iraq around the first of next near.  We are hoping 
he can have the home completed prior to that. 

We recently approved a spec home for Vic Spina 
Custom Homes to construct a house on lot 868 on 
Southampton.  Construction should begin soon. 

There has been some unusual activity as three 
homeowners are considering adding garage addi-
tions to their existing homes.

The repair to the gables has been completed, ex-
cept for some minor trim work. Many thanks to 
Kurt Vogel for his expertise and skilled labor. 
Also, thanks to Dave Huelster. His assistance with 
the repairs and painting was invaluable. The Asso-
ciation saved several thousand dollars from these 
repairs as a direct result of these volunteers. Please 
thank them when you see them. 

The mitigation of the runoff around to the club-
house has been partially successful. Some addi-
tional work appears to be needed to further reduce 
the runoff getting to the building and coming 
through the cinder block wall. Be assured, the 
structural integrity of the basement wall is being 
monitored frequently and is currently sound.  

The Board has approved the project that will pro-
vide easier access to the pool area from the parking 
lot, similar to the access created to the clubhouse 2 
years ago. This project will be a big asset to those 
who cannot navigate the steps down to the pool, 
especially mothers with strollers and grandparents 
who want to enjoy watching their grandchildren at 
the pool. When complete, there will be no need to 
risk falling down the hill.   

By the time you read this, we will have imple-
mented locking the gate to the tennis courts and 
providing a key to any member who desires access 
to the courts. This has become required since the 
repeated misuse has created issues for those who 
want to use the courts for their intended use, tennis. 
There will be a sign posted at the gate indicating 
the new policy. For additional information contact 
the office.

WINTER SAFETY 

December, January and February are the deadliest 
months for home fires- a frightening reminder that 
we should take extra caution as we head into the win-
ter months. The facts are scary; on average, a home 
fire kills one American every three hours, accounting 
for about 3000 deaths in a recent year. The good 
news is the majority of home fires can be prevented 
by taking simple actions and following these safety 
tips. 

FIRE SAFETY AND HEATING 

Heating equipment is the second leading cause of 
home fires and home fire deaths. When buying a 
space heater, make sure it carries the mark of an inde-
pendent testing laboratory, and install it according to 
the manufacturer’s instructions, or better yet, have a 
professional install it for you. Make sure your electric 
heaters are plugged into an outlet with sufficient ca-
pacity-never plug a space heater into an extension 
cord. Use the proper grade fuel for a liquid-fueled 
heater and never use gasoline in any heater not ap-
proved for gasoline use. Make sure fuel-burning 
equipment is vented to the outside to ensure deadly 
carbon monoxide does not build up in the home. Turn 
off space heaters when the room is unoccupied. 

Use only dry or seasoned firewood in your fireplace 
to avoid the buildup of creosote, which is an oily de-
posit that catches fire easily and is a leading cause of 
chimney fires and home heating fires. Test smoke 
alarms monthly and, if possible, install carbon mon-
oxide alarms outside each bedroom. 

HOLIDAY DECORATING AND LIGHTING 

Choose flame retardant, flame resistant or non-
combustible materials for your home decorating pro-
jects. Keep candles away from combustible materials 
and do not use candles to decorate Christmas trees. 
Carefully inspect new and previously used light 
strings and replace damaged items before plugging in 
the lights. Don’t overload extension cords. Don’t 
mount lights in any way that could damage the cord’s 
wire insulation. For example, use clips, not nails. 
Turn off all light strings and decorations before leav-
ing home or going to bed. 

HOLIDAY ENTERTAINING 

Believe it or not, unattended cooking is the leading 
cause of home fires in the U.S. Keep cooking areas 
clear of combustibles such as potholders, towels and 
food packaging. Most cooking equipment fires start 
with the ignition of common household items, such 
as food, grease cabinets, wall coverings, curtains, pa-
per or plastic.  If you allow smoking in your home 
during parties or otherwise, always check on, be-
tween and under upholstery and furniture cushions 
for cigarette butts that may be smoldering. Smoking 
has been a leading cause of home fire deaths for dec-
ades.
